Executive Summary

Director Corporate Services presenting the Financial Management Report for the financial
year-to-date (YTD) period ending 31 October 2008. Each month this report is presented to
Council highlighting the organisations financial position against the budget.

The operating result for Council is positive by $2.198M, with revenue above budget by
$0.680M and expenditure under budget by $1.519M.

Director City Infrastructure reporting on the lump sum tender submissions received for the
design and construction of a synthetic football (soccer) pitch to be located at Fawkner
Secondary College, CB Smith Reserve, Fawkner.

A total of seven tender submissions were received. Six tender submissions were evaluated
against the advertised evaluation criteria. Three companies were subsequently short-listed
for final evaluation and tender presentation to the assessment panel. One non-conforming

tender was received from a company not listed as a FIFA Licensee.

Following a detailed assessment of tender submissions Council is now in a position to award
the Contract.

Recommendation
Council resolve:

1.  To accept the lump sum tender of $783,700 plus GST from TigerTurf Australian Pty Ltd
(ABN 65 055 247 722) for the design and construction of the Fawkner Secondary
College Synthetic Football (soccer) Pitch.

To advise all tenders accordingly.

To advise the principal of the Fawkner Secondary College accordingly.
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REPORT

1. Policy Context

The construction of a synthetic soccer pitch at Fawkner Secondary College is
consistent with the implementation of a range of Council policies including the
Moreland Leisure Plan, Open Space Strategy and Municipal Public Health Plan. All
policies aim to enhance the social well being of the community through the provision
of recreation opportunities.

The project proposal is also consistent with the Council Plan 2007 — 2011 which
supports the refurbishment and redevelopment of sporting facilities across Moreland
including the use of school facilities and accessing State Government funding to
construct sports fields where needs are not currently being met.

2. Background

Council considered a report (DSD27) on 14 May 2008 regarding a proposal to install
a synthetic soccer pitch at Fawkner Secondary College following an invitation from
the Department of Planning and Community Development to make a funding
application under the Synthetic Surfaces Program. At the time, no other funds or
joint user agreement had been confirmed for the project. Council resolved:

“1. To make application for external funding from the Department of Planning and
Community Development (DPCD) and Fawkner Secondary College for a
matching contribution for the construction of a synthetic soccer pitch at
Fawkner Secondary College to be made available for after hours community
use.

2. That Council develop a proposed Joint User Agreement with the Fawkner
Secondary College for future maintenance, use and replacement of a jointly
funded synthetic soccer pitch at the Fawkner Secondary College.

3. That after all other potential funding sources have been explored that a
further report come before Council, updating Council on the total contribution
required from Council should a decision be made to proceed with the project.”

A further report (DSD43) was presented to Council on 13 August 2008 advising that:

e The Fawkner Secondary College had received $500,000 in funding toward the
project from the Department of Education and Early Childhood Development
(DEECD),

* An application had been made to the Department of Planning and Community
Development for a further $300,000 in funding from its Synthetic Surfaces
Program

e Council’s total project contribution would be approximately $300,000.

Council subsequently resolved:

1. To authorise the Chief Executive Officer to enter into a joint construction and
user agreement with the Fawkner Secondary College and Department of
Education and Early Childhood Development for the construction and use of a
synthetic soccer pitch at Fawkner Secondary College, subject to receiving
confirmation of $300,000 funding from Sport and Recreation Victoria through
the Synthetic Surfaces Program.

2. That Council’'s capital contribution to the project be up to a maximum of
$300,000.
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3. That the launch of the new facility be planned by all parties as a joint event
and that this condition be included in the agreement between Department of
Education and Early Childhood Development and Council.

Part 1 of the resolution could not be actioned as it would have breached the Council
Caretaker provisions of the Local Government Act, as the tendering result occurred
during that period.

The tender period closed 20 October 2008 at 3.00 pm and seven tender submissions
were received from the following companies:

e Sports Technology International, Dandenong South Victoria
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The tender submission received from Australian Synthetic Surfaces was not
evaluated as the company was not listed as a current FIFA Licensee

A tender evaluation panel consisting of representatives from both the Fawkner
Secondary College and Moreland City Council completed a review of tender
submission and presentation process. Technical advice was sought from Sports Turf
Consulting as part of the tender documentation preparation and evaluation process.

5. Financial and Resources Implications

Tender prices were received for the design and construction of pitches able to
achieve FIFA One (1) star and FIFA Two (2) star rating. Two star pitches must meet
more onerous testing and compliance criteria and are therefore considered more
suitable for higher-level use and ongoing performance.

In summary, the prices submitted for FIFA One (1) star and FIFA Two (2) star pitches
from listed FIFA Licensees are summarised below (as per the Bill of Quantities and
cheapest surface where alternate surfaces are given for FIFA Two (2) star).

ABS Surfaces provided several alternate surface options; FIFA One (1) star:
$832,730 and $893,420 and FIFA Two (2) star: $1,084,390 and $1,150,080.

Field Turf Australia did not provide a separate price for FIFA Two (2) star but stated
that their price included certification to FIFA One (1) or Two (2) star.

TEAM Sports Surfaces provided several surface options; FIFA One (1) star:
$886,575 and $933,275 and FIFA Two (2) star: $949,250 and $977,205.

TigerTurf provided two FIFA Two (2) star options $778,840 and $783,700. Option (b)
offers a higher quality product with increased durability. Its tender states that to
achieve FIFA accreditation, appropriate accredited maintenance equipment is
required. This will be purchased separately.

Additional project costs will also be incurred through the design and construction of
the interface area between CB Smith Reserve and the pitch itself. The interface area
will include the construction of a large hard surface area to minimise debris being
carried onto the pitch, provision of spectator seating and shade and new perimeter
fencing for greater security.

Council has a tennis facility at Moomba Park in Fawkner. This facility has been leased to the
St. Matthews Parish for many years. The Parish has run a tennis club from both this facility
and the courts it has on its land.

A dispute has recently arisen between a humber of the members of the tennis club and the
Parish. The club severed ties with the Parish and established themselves as an
independent body, the St. Matthews Tennis Club Inc.

At a Council meeting on 13 August 2008, (DCI37), Council resolved to invite a written
Expression of Interest from both parties for the future leasing of the Moomba Park Tennis
facility and that the Expression of Interest be reported to a future Council meeting for
consideration and a final decision.

Council received one Expression of Interest from St. Matthews Tennis Club Inc. This club
has recently changed its name to the Moomba Park Tennis Club Inc.

Recommendation
Council resolve:

1. To appoint the lease of the Moomba Park Tennis Facility to Moomba Park Tennis Club
Inc.

2. That the Director City Infrastructure be authorised to request any additional information
and to negotiate and sign the lease.
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REPORT

Policy Context

The Council Plan 2007 — 2011 articulates Council’'s commitment to the careful
stewardship of the City’s assets.

Background

Council has a tennis facility at Moomba Park in Fawkner. This facility has been
leased to the St. Matthews Parish for many years. The Parish has run a tennis club
from both this facility and the courts it has on its land.

A dispute has recently arisen between a number of the members of the tennis club
and the Parish. The club has now severed ties with the Parish and established itself
as an independent body, the St. Matthews Tennis Club Inc.

While this dispute was going on, it became apparent that the tenant had
inappropriately executed the lease, rendering it void. Both parties have approached
Council requesting that the lease be re-issued in their name. Council’s initial advice
was that the parties resolve their dispute between themselves. However, as this
dispute has now prevailed for a number of months and is no closer to resolution, it
would seem prudent for Council to step in and resolve who the future tenant of the
site should be.

Legal advice has been obtained regarding any rights by either party to the lease.
The advice is that neither party has a greater right than the other. The issue to be
resolved is that the current tenant has been split into two separate entities, neither of
which have a superior claim to the ongoing lease of the land.

It is proposed that whoever is awarded the lease will be allocated the remaining term
of the existing lease. That is, the only change to the current lease will be the change
in name of the tenant. As such, there are no additional statutory requirements to be

undertaken. Also, as the resolution is being undertaken within the parameters of the
current lease, the process can be limited to the two disputing parties.

At a meeting held on 13 August 2008 (DCI37), Council resolved to invite written
Expressions of Interest (EOI) from both parties.

Council also resolved that the EOI be reported to a future Council meeting for
consideration and a final decision. The assessment criteria for the EOI are outlined
in Attachment 1 of the report.

Issues

Council received one Expression of Interest from St. Matthews Tennis Club Inc.
(refer to Attachment 2). An assessment of the EOI submitted is summarised in
Attachment 3.

Since becoming an incorporated entity in May 2008, the club abides by the
Constitution recommended by Consumer Affairs. A copy of the Constitution was not
provided with the EOI document (refer to Criteria 4). Council requires a copy of the
Constitution to ensure that it aligns with Council’s intended use of the site.

St. Matthews Tennis Club Inc. has addressed the criteria in Attachment 1 and has
demonstrated that it is financially self sufficient, that it provides a high quality
environment to meet the competition, social and development needs of its members
and the wider community.

This club has recently changed their name to the Moomba Park Tennis Club Inc.

An advertisement was placed in The Age newspaper on Saturday 8 November 2008 inviting
tenders from contractors to undertake the works. Tenders closed on Wednesday

26 November 2008 at 3 pm. Following evaluation of the tenders submitted, Council is now
in a position to award this Contract.

$308,744.77 (excl. GST) for the drainage works.

2. That the Director City Infrastructure be authorised to do all things necessary to execute

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REPORT

1. Policy Context

The drainage works have been identified in the 2008-2009 Capital Works Program
within the Stormwater Drain Assets Program. The need for this project was identified
in the Moreland Drainage Study, April 2002, undertaken by Hyder Consulting.

2. Background

The works will involve the construction of drainage from Shore Grove, along Carr
Street, Newlands Road and Golf Road to alleviate long standing flooding issues in
Keane Street, Shore Grove, Carr Street, Newlands Road and Golf Road. Sections of
the existing kerb and channel in Shore Grove, Carr Street and Newlands Road are
required to be reconstructed as part of the works.

Drainage works undertaken in the area over recent years have included works in
Keane Street, Carr Street and McMahons Road.

3. Issues

The natural shape of the land between Keane Street and Golf Road forms a valley.
The existing drainage pipes placed within the roads and easements as part of the
original construction works for the roads are now undersized and flooding of various
properties located along this natural valley has occurred over many years. These
proposed works together with works undertaken over recent years would alleviate the
flooding.

On Saturday, 8 November 2008, a public advertisement was placed in The Age
newspaper inviting tenders from suitably experienced contractors for ‘Construction of
a Diversion Drain from Shore Grove to Golf Road, Coburg North’. Tenders closed at
3.00pm on Wednesday, 26 November 2008 and five tenders were received from the
following contractors.

Executive Summary

The Northern Sewerage Project (NSP) involves the construction of 13 km of new sewer from
Reservoir to Essendon. The project will increase the capacity of the sewerage system for
Melbourne's growing northern suburbs and help protect the Merri and Moonee Ponds
Creeks from the damaging impact of sewage overflows that can occur after heavy rain.

The Northern Sewerage Project involves the construction of new sewer tunnels incorporating
the construction of six shaft sites within the City of Moreland.

The project has been implemented via a Ministerial Amendment to the Moreland Planning
Scheme.

As part of the project, a connection will be constructed from the DeChene Reserve shaft
under the Merri Creek to an existing sewer pit in Elizabeth Street, Coburg, which will require
partial closure of Elizabeth Street from Bell Street to Booth Street for a period of six months.
Elizabeth Street is an arterial road between Bell Street and Murray Road and VicRoads is
the responsible road authority. The traffic will be formally diverted through the City of
Darebin.

Recommendation
Council resolve:

1. To agree to making Elizabeth Street, Coburg one-way to the south between Bell Street
and Booth Street to facilitate these required works.

2.  That Melbourne Water be advised that the consultation for the Elizabeth Street works
include the distribution of the circulars to the area bounded by Murray Road,
Edgars Creek and Elizabeth Street.

3.  That Melbourne Water be requested to erect a variable message board in Elizabeth
Street advising of the closure to northbound traffic for a period of four weeks prior to
works being undertaken.

e The provision of essential infrastructure services, such as sewerage, is the
responsibility of organisations such as Melbourne Water and Yarra Valley Water.
These organisations must maintain existing systems to reduce the environmental
impacts of these systems. It is considered that the project is consistent with the
objectives of clause 12 — Metropolitan Development (Melbourne 2030) contained
in the Moreland Planning Scheme, as the project aims to support new
development in the northern suburbs through providing sewerage infrastructure
able to cope with the anticipated population growth in Melbourne’s north

e The provision of new sewerage infrastructure will address the current problems
experienced during heavy rainfall and the proposed increased infrastructure
capacity will also ensure compliance with the State Environmental Protection
Policy (Waters of Victoria) to contain flows created by one in five year rainstorms

e The project supports Moreland’s Local Planning Policy Framework through
providing for more efficient use of infrastructure and through improving the health
and amenity of the Merri and Moonee Ponds Creeks.

2. Background

The Northern Sewerage Project is considered to be of metropolitan and Statewide
significance as it aims to improve the water quality in the Merri, Moonee Ponds and
Darebin Creeks and ultimately the Yarra River and Port Phillip Bay. The Northern
Sewerage Project is part of the Northern Suburbs Sewerage Strategy (NSSS), which
is a joint strategy between Melbourne Water and Yarra Valley Water that aims to
rectify the current situation with Melbourne’s northern region sewerage infrastructure.
The Northern Sewerage Project is provided in two stages, with Stage 1 being
delivered by Melbourne Water and Stage 2 by Yarra Valley Water. The overall
completion date of the project is 2011.

The Northern Sewerage Project (NSP) involves the construction of 13 km of new
sewer from Reservoir to Essendon. The project will increase the capacity of the
sewerage system for Melbourne's growing northern suburbs and help protect the
Merri and Moonee Ponds Creeks from the damaging impact of sewage overflows
that can occur after heavy rain.

The shatft sites within Moreland are Bass Street, Brearley Reserve, DeChene
Reserve, Carr Street, Newlands Road and Jukes Road. From these shafts, Tunnel
Boring Machines are constructing the tunnels with finished diameters ranging from
1.6 metres to 2.5 metres.

In Elizabeth Street, Coburg there is an existing sewer pit where several existing
sewers flow. This existing sewer pit is located within the road pavement. The NSP
project has to construct a connection from this pit to the shaft in DeChene Reserve.

A pipe-jacking machine will drive a connection from the DeChene shaft, under the
Merri Creek, to the Elizabeth Street pit, allowing the sewer flows to be directed to the
new pipes, removing the threat of sewer overflows from this pit into the creek.

To recover the pipe-jacking machine, a vertical shaft will need to be constructed at
the Elizabeth Street pit.

Elizabeth Street between Bell Street and Murray Road is an arterial road and
VicRoads is the responsible road authority and therefore, have the ultimate authority
for approval.

The original methodology proposed digging the shaft in the middle of the road and
having new jersey kerb barriers to protect the site. This methodology required the
new jersey kerb barriers to be regularly moved, at night, and with workers operating
in an ‘island’ in the middle of the road, including a temporary road bridge over the
shaft for several months.

VicRoads, as the responsible road authority, has determined that this methodology
introduced inappropriate safety issues.

The proposal has now been changed to require a closure of one side of Elizabeth
Street for six months. The position of the shaft and closure is dictated by the location
of the existing sewer pipe.

3. Issues

The proposal requires a closure of Elizabeth Street to all north-bound traffic for a
period of six months. South-bound traffic will still be able to use Elizabeth Street.

The closure will be from Bell Street to Booth Street (300 metres).

North-bound traffic will be directed along Bell Street east into the City of Darebin, and
then left into Gilbert Road, left into Murray Road and back to Elizabeth Street. This
means that the traffic will be diverted through the City of Darebin.

It is expected that residents closer to the closure will use James Street and Booth
Street to affect a shorter route home.

Council’'s waste bin collection will be affected by the proposal, so options are being
investigated, including John Holland staff moving the bins to a collection point for
servicing and then back to the properties.

Parking will be banned in front of all of these properties. All will be accessible from
the north.

Human Rights Consideration

The implications of this report have been assessed in accordance with the
requirements of the Charter of Human Rights and Responsibilities

4. Consultation

Preliminary consultation has been undertaken with the residents and business
owners in the portion of Elizabeth Street that will be closed to northbound traffic.
This consultation did not identify any significant issues.

Ivanhoe Bus Company has agreed to an appropriate detour for Route 527.

Preliminary consultation has been carried out, by John Holland Tunnelling, in
Elizabeth Street by door knocking the residents and businesses from Bell Street to
Booth Street, which did not identify any significant issues.

The business on the corner of Bell Street and Elizabeth Street has stated that it still
has access from Bell Street, and the other two business owners have noted that their
businesses will probably be affected by the lack of parking.
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The Project intends sending out circulars to the area bounded by Bell Street, Sydney
Road, Murray Road and Gilbert Street (in the City of Darebin). The first circular will
explain the proposal and provide contact numbers for more information. The second
circular will be sent out in the middle of the project providing an update, and the third
circular will advise of the end of the project.

It is suggested that the properties north of Murray Road bounded by Edgars Creek
and Elizabeth Street (municipal boundary) are significantly affected by the proposal
and also need to be included in the circulars.

To complete the consultation for the users of Elizabeth Street, a variable message
board should also be erected in Elizabeth Street advising of the closure four weeks
prior.

5. Financial and Resources Implications

There is no cost implication for Council.

Strategic Purchasing
advertised the tender and evaluated the tender responses.

1. Policy Context

Fuel is used in all Council’s vehicles and mechanical equipment required to support
the delivery of services that Council provides to its citizens and to meet Council’s
strategic objectives in the Council Plan 2007 - 2011.

2. Background

In accordance with the requirements of Section 186(1) of the Local Government Act
1989, Council tendered for this supply by appointing Strategic Purchasing (Maps
Group Limited) to act as its agent for the purposes of this tender.

A public tender for the supply of fuel was advertised in The Herald Sun newspaper
on Wednesday, 11 September 2008. The tender period closed at 5.00pm on
Wednesday, 1 October 2008. Strategic Purchasing received 27 enquiries from which
five tenders were received as listed in Attachment 1. Representatives of Strategic
Purchasing reviewed the tender with Council officers on 18 October 2008.

The successful suppliers are required to enter into a standing offer Master
Agreement with Strategic Purchasing. The standing offers when accepted by
Councils will constitute individual Purchase Order Contracts between contractor/s
and Council.

Council only pays the supplier for the quantities actually received.

3. Issues
In assessing the tenders (see Attachment 1), consideration was given to:

e The capability offered by the tenderers (this includes level of service offered,
operating methodology, ability to deliver the service, experience, reliability,
customer service)

e The price

e The technical capability of the tenderers (this includes insurance, warranty and
OH&S systems)

e The extent to which the tenderer works towards corporate governance, social and
sustainability goals in the product and in their business.

Strategic Purchasing collated historical industry and producer pricing data
representing a 10 month period between December 2007 until September 2008.

This was undertaken in order to create base lines for comparative pricing trends. The
base line trend analysis formed the basis for an industry average and individual
average for each major producer/supplier of fuel types tendered.

By utilising these pricing trends, Council is able to ascertain overall supply costs
against competing suppliers as well as benchmark the performance of the suppliers
within the market pricing extremes based on historic industry trends.

All companies have offered terms of trade consistent with Council policy. BP
Distributor Reliance Petroleum standard payment terms is 30 days post months end
and have offered a discount of 0.005 cents per litre for account settlement of 21
days.

Executive Summary

This report seeks Council acknowledgement of the funding offer made by the Department of
Planning and Community Development (DPCD), Youth Participation and Access Grant
Funding Program 2009 — 2011.

The funding application sought funds to enable Council to undertake the Moreland Youth
Facility Participation and Engagement Project. The Youth Facility Participation and
Engagement Project will be facilitated by Council’s Youth Participation Program and will
consider the establishment of a Youth Facility in Moreland.

The DPCD has agreed to fund Moreland City Council $120,000 plus GST for the period of
1 January 2009 to 31 December 2011.

State Government commented that the funding application “demonstrated a strong
commitment to youth participation principles, sound knowledge of local needs and a proven
organisational capacity to deliver activities that enhance opportunities for young Victorians to
participate in their communities”.

Recommendation
Council resolve:

1. To acknowledge the $120,000 funding offer made by the Department of Planning and
Community Development through the Youth Participation and Access Grant Funding
Program 2009 - 2011 to undertake the Moreland Youth Facility Participation and
Engagement Project to consider the establishment of a youth facility in Moreland.

2. To write a letter of thanks to James Merlino, Minister for Sport, Recreation and Youth
Affairs as acceptance of the funding offer.
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REPORT

1. Policy Context

The establishment of a Youth Facility has been an ongoing priority for Council. The
Moreland Youth Strategy and Action Plan 2004 — 2009 identified the need for an
investigation into the establishment of a youth centre.

The Moreland Council Plan 2007-2011 makes specific commitment to undertake a
feasibility study into the establishment of a youth facility.

Direct consultation with young people through various forums including the Moreland
Youth Summit has highlighted the need for the creation of youth space as a constant
recommendation made by young people.

2. Background

The DPCD supports locally driven projects, which help build strong, active and
confident communities by providing targeted support to young people who are
disengaged from, or face additional barriers to, participation in community life.

Previous funding from the DPCD has been used to establish and facilitate the
operations of the Young Persons Advisory Committee as part of Council’'s Youth and
Access Program. The Youth Facility Participation and Engagement Project will use
these funds to build on and extend the contribution of young people involved in the
Young Persons Advisory Committee by providing young people with the opportunity
to participate in a project that stands to deliver significant results and service to the
community through a staged process.

3. Issues

The Youth Facility Participation and Engagement Project will be undertaken over
three years and will include the following stages:

Stage 1 - 2009 Undertake needs analysis and assessment to determine
service needs across Moreland.

Stage 2 - 2009/10 Determine suitable location, document business case and
detailed scope of works for required service or facility.

Stage 3 -2010/11 Finalise detail design, documentation and planning approval as
required.

In accordance with funding requirements it is anticipated that the Young Persons
Advisory Committee will oversee the research, consultation, design and development
of a youth facility in Moreland in line with the above stages of the project.

The project will build the capacity of young people to advocate for their needs and
enable them to influence decision-making with regard to the delivery of services and
facilities for young people in Moreland.

4, Consultation

Community consultation for each stage of the project will be extensive and inclusive
of a wide group of young people in order to ensure the final options presented to
Council reflect the diverse needs of young people and are suitably matched to the
needs and aspirations of young people into the future.
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5. Financial and Resources Implications

The $120,000 grant from the Office for Youth will be used to assist the Youth
Services Unit to complete the necessary stages of the project and will assist in the
preparation of future capital bids to design and construct any youth facility or facilities
in Moreland.

At the Council meeting held 10 September 2008, Council resolved to consider the
establishment of a youth facility and to refer a capital works allocation to the forward
capital works planning program to enable future project feasibility, concept design
and detailed design work to be undertaken in 2009/2010 and 2010/2011 respectively.

In this regard additional budget funding allocations of $50,000 in 2009/10 and
$100,000 in 2010/11 have been included in the forward capital works program.
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
